The Housing Fellowship

family homes, duplexes, townhomes, and condominiums.

Iowa City Housing Authority

The Housing Authority is a division of lowa City government that assists low-income
families to acquire and maintain affordable housing through rental and ownership
programs. Assistance is based on federally established income guidelines. Individuals
receiving assistance include those who are elderly and/or disabled and veterans.
